     The term “100 YEAR FLOOD” seems to 
have little meaning since we are now ex-
periencing flooding that is  being called a 
“500 YEAR FLOOD”. WCN did not have 
to go far to respond to the flooding in Janu-
ary and February of  2008.  Older residents 
of Kosciusko County In. said it was the 
worst flooding in the county they can re-
member. There are two lakes in the city 
limits and one bordering the city. The flood-
ing was putting  property at risk.    While 
not many lost their homes, many did receive 
unexpected water damage.   WCN worked 
along side of city and county employees,  the county  Emergency Management Agency, and volunteers to fill sand bags.  WCN assisted in  
making assessments and a few rescues of elderly citizens.  We delivered hundreds of  sand bags to residents in the affected areas. 

      FLOODING IN FRANKLIN INDIANA  
   During an early June flood, WCN delivered 
72 flood buckets, cleaning supplies and per-
sonal hygiene kits to the Tabernacle Christian 
Church in Franklin In.   The volunteers in the 
community delivered the supplies to flood 
victims. Several youth from the churches par-
ticipated in this relief effort. Joe paid a visit to 
Franklin a few weeks later.  There were about 
60 families who lost their homes.  Everyone 
appreciated the generosity of our donors.  

WARSAW IN AND KOSCIUSKO COUNTY CITIZENS RESPOND  
TO THE NEEDS OF FLOOD VICTIMS ALONG THE MISSISSIPPI  

    WCN delivered the last of their flood bucket cleaning supplies to Franklin Indiana.  The next big flood was in late June along the Missis-
sippi. Thousands of people were forced out of their homes.  WCN Executive Director, Joe Wilkey contacted the Mayor of Warsaw Indiana,  
Ernie Wiggins  and asked for the help of citizens of this community to  return the favor when others assisted them in Jan. and Feb. The 
Mayor's office supported an effort to collect supplies and cash for flood buckets.   Collection centers were set up at an Owens and Marsh 
Supermarket in Warsaw to collect the supplies.  25 volunteers helped at the collection centers.  Hundreds of residents in this community do-
nated supplies to send to Missouri.   Rural Compassion of Springfield Mo. met the WCN truck in Effingham Il. and loaded the supplies on 
their trailer.  The supplies were delivered to several small communities along the river the next day.  We say thanks to the organizations, 
government agencies,  volunteers , and churches that made this possible.
