We will have room for 25 
students.   It will require two weekends of your time.  The 
training location will be in Kosciusko county. Graduates will 
receive a certificate, ID badge, and an equipment backpack.  
There will be some requirements for continuing education to 
stay current with certification requirements.  We anticipate we 
will need to charge a small fee to attend the training but the 
cost will be minimal.

      WCN is sponsoring a mission trip to Tegucigalpa the capital of Hondu-
ras.

The dates are Oct  25th to Nov 1st and the cost is $1340.  We require a $100 
deposit.
